PE kit

Homework
Homework in Year 4 consists of times tables, spellings and daily reading.

Times Tables- Children are expected to use Times Tables Rockstars four times per week, for four
minutes.

Spellings — These will be set on a Monday and tested on Friday. The spelling/
handwriting practice sheets will be sent home for children to practise daily and
should be returned to school the following Friday.

Reading — Children will all have a new reading diary and should bring home a
book every day. It is essential that children read to an adult at least four times
per week and that you encourage discussion of the text. Adults should record
what has been read and comment accordingly. We will check reading records
regularly to monitor reading progress and will award house points to recognise your child’s effort.
The Online Oxford Reading Buddy system is strongly encouraged — passwords will be in their
new reading diary.
