Dear Parents and Carers,
We hope you all had a good Easter and that the children have had a well-deserved rest. We’ve been so impressed with how hard they’ve worked this year and are excited for the term ahead. This term our topics are ‘Growing and changing’, looking at minibeasts and other animals and ‘By Land, Sea and Sky’. The children will explore animals and watch them changing and growing as we introduce some caterpillars to the classroom. During the second half of the term the children will learn about different forms of transport and compare transport throughout the ages. We are in the process of organising a trip to Perry Grove Railway, where we get the chance to travel by coach and train. More details to follow soon. We will also be led by your children’s interests as with previous terms and will include stand alone days within our learning. During PE sessions the children will be developing their ball skills and will also be doing ‘Balanceability’ where they will have a chance to use the balance bikes. We will also take part in sports day (weather depending). 

Reading books will still be changed on a Thursday or Friday. Please try and read with your child at least four times a week. You can read your child’s book two or three times with them or do a couple of pages each night; it is also useful to be practising their sounds and harder to read and spell words which are given weekly and put on tapestry as a video. There will be no new sounds until the second half of the summer term. Reading and discussing bedtime stories is also very valuable. The children will also visit the school library during the week. 
This term’s whole school value is ‘Compassion’ which we will learn more about in our class services as well as in the classroom. 
Reminder of things to bring to school: 
• A named book bag 
• A named waterproof coat each day, even when it’s sunny, just in case as British weather is very changeable! This can be left at school on your child’s peg if easier 


• A named water bottle (not in book bags please as school books are easily ruined if they get wet!) 
• A named packed lunch if they’re having one 
• PE kit (PE will take place twice a week. PE kit can stay in school and will be sent home at half-term for a freshen up) 
• A named sun hat 
• When the weather is warm, please remember to apply sun cream to your child before they come to school as we are not able to apply this at school.
Please make sure all long hair is tied back every day and that everything is named. 
We will continue to communicate with you through Tapestry, text and email.
